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Diseases of Eucalyptus spp.
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Abstract

This manual is comprised of the author’ studies and experience on eucalyptus
diseases in Thailand since 1991 including reviewed of relevant international literature which
caused significant economic losses in plantations. This manual is intended to be as a
reference of current knowledge on the diseases of eucalyptus in Thailand and can be used
as a handbook to provide protection against disease epidemics of industrial eucalyptus
plantations. As the eucalyptus plantation in Thailand become more extensive, are hosts to a
wide range of fungal pathogens and with at least 28 species those attacking seed, seedling,
leaf, shoot, twig, branch and stem. The level of severity varies to pathogen'’s species, tolerant
of host variety and how suitable environments are. Fungal pathogens can cause symptoms
which comprise of rot, damping off, leaf spot, leaf blight, shoot blight, die back, crack found
on shoot, stem and canker. Bacterial pathogen was found to be as minor disease. This
manual includes information of pathogens causing important diseases, symptoms and
losses being illustrated by photographs. Conclusions and recommendations for possible
effective management to prevent epidemic of eucalyptus diseases are provided in order to
enhance successfully eucalyptus plantation for the supply of raw material to pulp and paper
industry.
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
